St Paul’s Pupil Premium Impact Statement

The gap is closing between those pupils eligible for PP and those not eligible for PP,
as shown in both our end of KS2 data and KS1 data.

End of Key Stage 2 data for 2021-2022 shows that our pupil premium children outperformed
those pupils non-disadvantaged and achieved close to national data.

End of KS1 and KS2 data show
pupils eligible for pupil premium are
doing better compared to previous
years.

Use of Pixl to identify vulnerable
pupils and plan interventions.

Consistent assessment approach
ensures accuracy of assessment.
Teachers know who their pupil
premium children are and build
strong relationships with these
pupils.

Behaviour used to be a concern for
pupils eligible for pupil premium but
this is no longer a concern —
external visits praise the learning
behaviours that all pupils
demonstrate.

You cannot identify a pupil premium
pupil by looking at their work, high
expectations are of all pupils.

Those PP pupils achieving the
higher standard still not as high as
pupils not eligible for PP in some
subjects. A focus for autumn 2022.
Year 5 is our biggest concern for
pupil outcomes due to a significant
number of pp pupils also being SEN.
They are having personalised
provision and interventions such as
Pompey Pirates to improve these
outcomes.

Year 3 and 4 is a concern phase for
pupil premium pupils, especially in
writing, this is due to losing a long
period of their infant education with
lockdowns and home learning. Our
pupils were not exposed to daily
writing opportunities where they
could be given high quality feedback
on writing mechanics — something
consistent across Portsmouth. We
have two PDMs planned to support
this in autumn.

Our lowest 20% pupils that are both
SEN and PP not making accelerated
progress.




Use of RWi and Neli ensures pupils
get off to the right start in Nursery
and EY. This is supporting our
outcome to ensure improved
communication and language skills.
Regular assessment in RWi ensures
pupils are accurately matched to
their phonics intervention.

Improve attendance of all groups of
learners including pupil premium to
ensure all pupils accessing all of
their learning. Data shows pupil
premium slightly lower than all
pupils:

8/13 targeted Year 6
pupils (62%) not on
track to reach ARE at
the start of the year,
passed their Maths
SATs due to a
targeted intervention
with LU.

7/9 targeted Year 6
pupils (77%) reached
ARE in writing who
were not previously
on track due to pupil
conferencing and
high quality feedback
in a small
intervention group.

6/10 targeted Year 6
pupils (60%) reached
ARE in reading who
were not previously
on track due to a
targeted intervention
with LU where they
focused on stamina
for reading and
inference skills.

One example of this
is a pupil in EY who
knew no sounds at
the beginning of the
year, now knows set
1, set 2 and most set
3 sounds and can
read books beyond
their age appropriate
level — see appendix
A.

5 pupil premium
pupils had on going
speech and
language therapy
this year.

Child 1 more confident about
her communication skills, and
has learnt some comprehension
monitoring skills/coping
strategies in preparation for
transition to secondary school.
Child now consistent Blanks
level 4 comprehension.

Child 2 started speech sound
work at the beginning of June
22. Some progress noted eg.
with k and sh sound production
much more clear. Parents very
happy with progress so far and
therapy will continue in
September '22.

Child 3 started working on
language skills in Jun 22. No
impact data yet available, as
reassessments not yet due.

Child 4 active listening skills
targeted, and these have
improved. Strategies in place in
the classroom eg. sitting at the
front to support listening and
attention skills. Child now more
confident and positive about her
communication skills. Progress
now to be monitored/reviewed
to check progress is
maintained.




Child 5 has made good
progress with speech sound
work.eg. Now able to say and
consistently use frontal plosive
sounds (t/d). Child much more
confident with communication
skills. Parent very pleased with
progress.

Increased attendance
rates for pupils eligible for
pupil premium

SIP Priority: Promote the role
of the family support worker
within the community to
improve attendance for all
groups of learners with a
particular focus on lateness
and persistent absentees.

Persistent absentees
are reduced by careful
tracking and monitoring
of the attendance
officer.

All parents know the
role of our attendance
officer and seek

support from them
when needed.

Whole school initiatives
help improve children’s
attendance so we are
in line with national
standards
(competitions in whole
school assemblies,
certificates for
improved attendance,
class displays sharing
attendance % and the
winning classes getting
extra rewards).

Whilst our
attendance figures
are not as expected,
we have improved
pupil premium
attendance from
2018-2019, a
comparison we have
made due to last full
year before
lockdown:
